Ricker, Mrs. Webber sister Mary & myself -- we arrived about 8:30 – last night in 
the rain -- The week had been very pleasant  & cool – Mrs. Catt spoke Thursday 
night ,  and Miss Shaw spoke Friday night – after the Con was over – they had 
packed houses.  so the New Orleans people had nine evening in succession of 
good speaking – 

Now it is nearly 12 noon – all the rest came (?)
