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We the undersigned, who have
hereunto affixed our names, hereby
pledge and declare that we will

form ourselves immediately into

an independent military company
and will as soon as our organ-

ization shall reach the num-

ber of thirty two, offer ourselves

as volunteers to the Governor

of this state, and subject to his order,
in accordance with, and

to meet the call made upon him

by the President of the United States,
to put down isurrection [sic] and
rebellion. And furthermore that
we will enlist for the term of
three months”™ and longer if necessary
and that we will be subject to
the discipline and laws of the militia of this state.
